2. Reviews or theoretical papers:

Submissions or reviews and perspectives covering topics of current interest on
educational leadership, science, vocational and technology management will be
accepted for publication. The length of the review (i.e. 15 A4 papers)

3. Paper publish elsewhere or accepted for publication elsewhere are not
accepted. Articles are published twice a year with one annual conference and
